In a state far, far away lived a beautiful little girl. Her
family’s existence, like so many in her generation, might be
termed meager by today’s standards but, like so many ofthe
children of that time, she never realized it. She had
wonderful, hardworking parents who supplied all of the little
girl’s needs and most of her “wants.” Little did her parents
know that when the beautiful little girl grew up she would
become a fine Christian lady and one of Chaires United
Methodist Church’s most stalwart and best loved members.
But, let’s let her tell her story.

“I was born and raised on a farm in Woodfield, M ontgomery
County, M aryland, the sixth of ten children. My father was
from M ontgomery County, where my great-great-great
paternal grandfather had been deeded land by the King of
England. My mother was from Texas and was one fourth

Choctaw Indian. My parents met and married in Texas about
1928 moving to Maryland in 1932. They bought a farm and
raised nine children, one, my oldest sister having passed away in infancy.

When I was eleven years old I joined 4-H. 1 won a trip to Chicago for my participation in Food
Preparation. In cooking at home for a family of nine, I had to keep records of all meals cooked, the
canning, gardening, tending chickens and doing laundry. All of this prepared me for winning many
ribbons at local fairs and other events, including Grand Champion for bread-baking (Hint, hint!) while
my mother won the First Place Award. Need a child complain about being bored or having “nothing
to do”?

I graduated from Damascus High School in 1956 and went to work for the FBI in Washington, D. C.
in 1957 after graduating from business school. I met and married my husband Jim, who was in the
Marine Corps, on March 2, 1958. We lived in D. C. for six months; then on to the University of

M aryland before moving to Pensacola, Jim’s hometown. Being homesick, we moved to Middletown,
M aryland, a mountain valley town. Aftertwelve years, we moved to Lake Wales, Florida and then to
Tallahassee.

We were blessed with four beautiful daughters, Teresa Ann, Debbie, Gretchen and Renee (you should
know who it is by now) and I am very proud of them all. I have two wonderful grandsons, Brian (12)
and Dillon (10), who are both my pride and joy.

I started my business in sewing in M ary land doing alterations for friends. When we moved to Lake
Wales, I started making clothes for my neighbors. From then on, it was word-of-mouth. When we
moved to Tallahassee, I did alterations for M aas Brothers for six years. After working for a bridal
company for a while, I went out on my own and am still going strong. I love my family and church
family and this is really what keeps me going!”

Another Salute to WWII Veterans

There is a little known Society in Tallahassee. It is the
Tallahassee WWII Historical Society and it meets every 4
Saturday at the Fellowship Hall at Lakeview Baptist Church.

It was only through an odd chance that I overheard a clerk,
while standing in a check out line at Sears, mention this Society
and its meetings. Before I knew it the lady had my email address
and now along with 140 plus other individuals I get an email once
a month telling me of their meetings and their guest speakers. I
didn’t think I would ever attend one of their meetings as Saturday
is usually a big day for home chores or sneaking out to go fishing
But then again I believe the Lord approaches us in different ways.

This time it was my granddaughter Brooke Bridges that

: approached me and
‘ asked that 1 help
her with a class
assignment she was
working on.  She
knows  of my
interest in military
history and she is
well aware that my
Father and my

Uncle was in
WWII, one in the
Pacific Campaign and the other in the European Theatre. Brooke
wanted me to help her with her paper on conflict and compromise
in the context of WWIL.

Well, with a new invite to the WWII Historical Society’s
meeting planned for Saturday, September 22, 2007 and with a
guest speaker, Landon Brent, that flew 31 combat missions on a B-
24 with the 392" Bomb Group-578th Squadron and surviving
being shot down on his 4™ mission and with many close encounters
with German FW-190's, I just couldn’t pass it up. I asked Brooke
if she would like to go and meet a WWII combat veteran. She said
yes and we had a date.

We both got more than we bargained for.

In the Church Fellowship Hall between 20 and 30 people
showed up; nearly all of them WWII veterans themselves or
spouses of veterans. There was no formal meeting, just a little
fellowship with everyone coming in to the meeting and then the
facilitator after leading us all in a pledge of allegiance to our flag,
introduced Mr. Brent and he started talking,

Mr. Landon Brent was an unassuming gentleman of just 85 years old. He surprised Brooke and
me by starting off talking about America’s history, from George Washington and the Revolutionary
War, to our Civil War and the Gettysburg Address, even quoting some of it, and then on to the First
World War with Germany and then on to how and why we got into WWII. It was quite a moving
American History lesson, from some one that has lived a lot of it. He spoke eloquently about this
Great Country of ours and how our Freedom comes with a price. He spoke of the hundreds of
thousands of Americans that have died in conflicts from the Revolutionary War through today in our
War in Iraqi. He spoke of the millions of people that Russia and Germany lost in WWIIL.

It was quite a while before he started talking about himself and the missions he flew. He, I
believe, is typical of what we now call “the greatest generation,” someone that would almost rather
not talk about the horrors of war or of the tough times all Americans experienced during that period of
time. Although he did emphasize to the audience several times that he thought everyone there were
special people, special because they were there and knew and experienced all that was there at home
and overseas. Mr. Brent expressed that he knew young people today knew little of that period of
American life and that the reality of mortality was taking WWII veterans at a more rapid rate every
day.

The most riveting story of the several Mr. Brent told us was the one of himself and his plane
being shot at and hit causing a crash landing. In a B-24 bomber, a plane that carries a crew of 10 and
flies at an altitude of about 20,000 feet, Mr. Brent was a gunner that lay in almost a prone position in a
glass sphere underneath the belly of the plane. He was shot in the back and one of the planes engines
was shot and died. The pilot, Mr. Brent was told later, decided to crash land on a beach in South
England instead of ditchingin the water, so that Mr. Brent would have a better chance of survival. It
was in later years, through the internet that Mr. Brent made contact with another survivor of that flight
and he was told he almost did not make it as the altitude where they got hit was almost minus 40
degrees and the blood from his wound actually froze his body to the sphere and they almost did not
get him out of the place after the crash. Mr. Brent healed from his wounds and went back to full
combat duty and flew another 27 missions, two in one day on D-Day over Germany, the very same
day my Uncle Ernest Lightfoot parachuted with the 101* into Normandy.

Mr. Brent concluded his speech and fielded questions for about twenty minutes after which
Brooke and I had a chance to shake his hand and thank him for all he has done.

Chaires UMC has a long history of recognizing veterans and it wasn’t but a few years back that
our Men’s Ministry honored all our WWII veterans at that time by buying engraved bricks laid at the
WWII Memorial in front of our County Courthouse. My dad, my Uncle and at least 10 others from
Chaires are so honored there.

Brooke and I left Mr. Brent and his friends with a new found appreciation for the sacrifices of
the “Greatest Generation” and a new found understanding of and appreciation for a much taken for
granted term called Freedom.
